DAY 1: JAIPUR TO LUCKNOW

Flight to Lucknow.

Pickup from Lucknow and arrival at Nepalgunj.
Briefing and Preparation.

(Altitude (3000 Mtrs.) 55 mins. Flight- by schedule)

DAY 5 : DRIVE TO MANSAROVAR (ALTITUDE 4550M-90KMS)

Breakfast at hotel and drive onwards.

This day is most important because this day yatries get the Darshan of Mt.Kailash
and the lake of Mansarovar and continue Parikrama of holy lake Mansarovar by bus
of 90 Kms.

Enroute yatries can see Gurumandala (the Birth place of Kartikeya {Murgen}) pass
Rakshasa taal (Rawan Sarovar).

End of parikrama overnight stay at bank of lake.

Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, tea, coffee, soup & Dinner

DAY 6 : TREK TO DIRAPUK (ALTITUDE 4860, 13KM TREK)

Early morning wake up and beginning Pooja, Hawan then drive to Yamadwar.
Now start Kailash parikrama (Kora/parikrama) it takes three days (42 kms.) trek

(highest altitude 5600Mtrs.-Dolma la).

The Pilgrims who decides against going on the Kailash Parikrama will return back to
Darchen.

Yatries who booked horse & porter should be leave only after identifying their horse
& porter.

Meals: Breakfast, Packed Lunch, Tea/coffees, soup and Dinner

Room: Sharing room/dormitory

DAY 7 : TREK TO ZUTHULPUK
(Altitude 4760 Mtrs. 22 Kms. trek approx 11 hrs.)

Early morning wake up have breakfast at same time chance to see golden view of
Mt. Kailash.

Then continue trek to Zuthulpuk, passing of Dolma la (Gauri Parbat) to see Gauri
Kund.

Arrival to Zuthulpuk.
